Conditions applying to this Statutory Fishing Right

In addition to the conditions specified by sub section 22(3) of the Fisheries Management Act 1991, and
the condition in sub section 42(2) to comply with any log book determination, the condition to comply
with any Direction under section 41A, and the condition to comply with section 42A requiring facilitating
boarding and cooperating with inspection by foreign officials under the Fish Stocks Agreement, the
following conditions are specified for the purposes of sub section 22(4) paragraph (a)

Note: Under sub section 22(5) these conditions may be varied, revoked or a further condition specified by
written notice from AFMA.

In addition to the above, the holder must comply with all the obligations prescribed in the Eastern Tuna
and Billfish Fishery Management Plan 2010 in particular:

Section 4.1 titled  Who may engage in commercial fishing in the fishery
Section 4.2 titled  Foreign commercial fishing, and
Section 4.3 titled  Carrying or processing fish.

CONCURRENT CONDITIONS

1. This concession must only be used in conjunction with another concession held by the same
holder namely an Eastern Tuna and Billfish Fishery Boat Statutory Fishing Right (“that other
concession”) such that:

(¢) The conditions of this concession apply (to the extent these conditions are not
inconsistent and are capable of doing so) as conditions of that other concession while it
is being used in conjunction with this concession.
