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~ INTRODUCTION ~ 

Commercial scallop fishing in the Bass Strait commenced in the early 1970s and is managed 
under three jurisdictions. AFMA manages the Bass Strait Central Zone Scallop Fishery 
(BSCZSF) (Figure 1), and Victoria and Tasmania manage zones generally out to 20 nm off their 
respective coastlines. 

 

Figure 1  Area of the BSCZSF. 

Within the BSCZSF there are two species of scallop for which quota statutory fishing rights 
(Quota SFRs) have been granted: 

·  the Commercial Scallop, Pecten fumatus, which is the main target species for the 
fishery; and 

·  the Doughboy Scallop, Chlamys (Mimachlamys) asperrimus, which is common 
throughout the Bass Strait but is rarely retained. 

Each species has a total allowable catch (TAC) set annually. 
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~ MANAGEMENT ARRANGEMENTS ~  

POLICY AND LEGISLATION 

The BSCZSF is managed through a combination of input and output controls as prescribed in 
the: 

·  Fisheries Management Act 1991 (the Act) and associated amendments and temporary 
orders; 

·  Bass Strait Central Zone Scallop Fishery Management Plan 2002 (the Management 
Plan) and associated amendments, directions and determinations; 

·  Fisheries Management (Bass Strait Central Zone Scallop Fishery) Regulations 2002 
(the Regulations) and associated amendments; 

·  BSCZSF Harvest Strategy developed in accordance with the Commonwealth 
Fisheries Harvest Strategy Policy 2007 and implemented in 2008; and 

·  Conditions on Quota SFRs. 

 
It is the responsibility of the BSCZSF concession h older to familiarise themselves with the 

above documents before they go fishing. 
 

BSCZSF Management Plan 

The Management Plan is a key document in managing the BSCZSF. The objectives of the 
Management Plan are to: 

·  manage the BSCZSF efficiently and cost-effectively; 

·  exercise the precautionary principle, regarding the impact of fishing activities on non-
target species and the long-term sustainability of the marine environment; 

·  ensure AFMA’s accountability to the fishing industry and Australian community in the 
management of the BSCZSF; 

·  reach government targets for cost recovery; 

·  maximise economic efficiency in the exploitation of the resources of the BSCZSF; and 

·  achieve the best use of the living resources of the Australian Fishing Zone (AFZ). 

Access to the BSCZSF is provided through Quota SFRs, which have been issued under the 
Management Plan. These rights authorise the taking of a determined amount of Commercial and 
Doughboy Scallops each fishing season. Quota SFRs are fully tradeable, allowing operators to 
increase or decrease the amount of scallops they are entitled to take in a season. No further 
Quota SFRs will be granted for the BSCZSF. 

Along with conditions on Quota SFRs, the Management Plan details concession holders’ 
obligations when fishing in the area of the fishery. AFMA also has the right to give closure 
directions, and formulate TAC determinations under the Management Plan.

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BSCZSF Harvest Strategy 

The Harvest Strategy for the BSCZSF provides a detailed yet practical spatial management 
system that seeks to optimise stock sustainability and economic yield. 

Scallop density, size, age and distribution are monitored through regular surveys. Areas of 
undersized scallops or low density remain closed to fishing until survey results show that scallops 
are of a condition to be fished sustainably. At this point, discrete areas of the fishery are open to 
harvesting on a rotational or staged basis. This approach aims to reduce the ‘boom and bust’ 
cycle experienced in the fishery in the past. 

By targeting areas where mature scallops are in high densities, harvesting efficiency is 
maximised and impacts on non-target species, communities and habitats are minimised. 

The Harvest Strategy details a series of decision rules: 

·  TACs - set annually for the entire fishery and equates to the estimated biomass of the 
area(s) that are to be opened to fishing. A default TAC of 100 tonnes applies to 
Doughboy Scallops; 

·  Defined fishing season - set to provide protection during peak spat settlement periods; 

·  Area openings - all areas of the fishery remain closed unless opening criteria are met. 
Area(s) that are to be opened to fishing are to be done so in a rotational or staged 
manner; 

·  Minimum size limit - 90 mm, only applied when calculating the discard rate and 
deciding on area(s) to be opened; 

·  Discard rate - area(s) that are to be opened must have a discard rate of less than 20% 
of undersized scallops, unless scallops are known to be at least three years old and 
had the opportunity to complete at least two major spawning events; and 

·  Opening criteria - spatially there must be more than one viable area (in terms of size, 
discard rate and density) with more than 40% of viable areas to remain closed, 
containing not less than 500 tonnes. If there are only two viable areas, the smaller of 
the areas are to be opened. 

The application and effectiveness of the Harvest Strategy will be reviewed in 2011 to address any 
issues or concerns raised.

The Bass Strait Central Zone Scallop Fishery Management Advisory Committee (ScallopMAC) is 
the primary consultative forum for the BSCZSF. ScallopMAC provides advice to the AFMA

ARRANGEMENTS FOR THE 2011 FISHING SEASON 

While many of the arrangements for the fishery are the same as in previous years, there are a 
number of important changes for the 2011 fishing season. 

Fishing Season Dates 

The 2011 BSCZSF fishing season will run for 5 months, starting on 27 July 2011  and ending on  
31 December 2011 . The period of closure provides protection following peak spat settlement 
events while optimising returns for concession holders over the Christmas period. 
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Total Allowable Catch 

The TAC is the total catch of each species of scallop (Commercial and Doughboy Scallops) that 
may be taken by all concession holders in the BSCZSF during a given fishing season. 

 
For the 2011 fishing season, the TAC for Commercial Scallops is 2,000 tonnes , including an 

additional 150 tonnes research catch allowance. 
 

A default TAC of 100 tonnes  applies to Doughboy Scallops. 
 

To fish for scallops in the BSCZSF in 2011, you will need to hold at least one Quota SFR for each 
species of scallop. The amount of scallops you can catch in 2011 will be determined by the 
number of Quota SFRs that you hold, and by the TAC that is set for the fishing season. Details of 
the Quota SFR conversion factors for the 2011 fishing season are provided in Table 1. To fish, a 
boat must also be nominated to Quota SFRs and a copy of the extract of register of the Quota 
SFRs must be maintained on the boat at all times while acting under its authority. 

Table 1 Quota SFR conversion factors for the 2011 fishing season.

Mandatory Area Closures 

Under the BSCZSF Harvest Strategy, all areas of the fishery remain closed to fishing unless 
survey results indicate that there is more than one viable area in terms of size, discard rate and 
density. Of the viable areas identified, 40% are required to be closed to fishing at all times. These 
areas are selected to protect and maintain the reproductive potential of scallops and the 
representative habitat. 

For the 2011 fishing season the following arrangements will apply: 
 

Concession holders are prohibited from fishing  in any area of the BSCZSF except  for Fishing 
Area X in Attachments 1 and 2. Coordinates for these areas are provided in Attachment 1.  
 

 
 

Concession holders are permitted to navigate  any area of the BSCZSF except  for four 
protected zones shaded in red in Attachment 2. Coordinates for these areas are provided in 
Attachment 1. These closures will protect scallop stocks for future fishing seasons. 
 

 

Exemptions from Mandatory Area Closures 

Applications for exemptions to the prohibition of navigation in protected zones will be considered 
for approval in exceptional circumstances . Where navigation is required because of vessel 
breakdown, distress or medical emergency, applications for an exemption will be approved. 
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An application for exemption to the prohibition of navigation in a protected zone must be made to 
an AFMA compliance officer in Canberra either by phone, fax or in person as follows:

An exemption approval will be provided in writing where applicable. 
 
The prohibitions on fishing and navigation in effect for the BSCZSF do not apply to other 
Commonwealth fisheries occurring in the same area as the BSCZSF. 
 

Important note 
 

Where a BSCZSF concession holder wishes to navigate or fish in the areas where these 
activities are prohibited in the BSCZSF, under a different Commonwealth concession, and the 
holder has a boat nominated to the BSCZSF concession, they must denominate  this boat prior 
to undertaking such activities.

Voluntary Area Closures 

In addition to the mandatory area closures detailed above, voluntary area closures will also be in 
place during the 2011 fishing season. The area open to fishing (Fishing Area X) has been 
sectioned into 2 areas to be opened as rotational harvest zones (Sub Areas 1 and 2). These 
areas may be opened progressively throughout the fishing season with Sub Area 1 open from 27 
July 2011. Coordinates for the 2 Sub Areas and map are available in Attachment 2. Once a Sub 
Area has been opened, it will remain open for the rest of the fishing season. 

To assist in the administration of the rotational harvest zones, AFMA in consultation with industry 
has developed a set of guidelines which detail the process and criteria for the progressive 
opening of the Sub Areas during the season. As detailed in the guidelines a Bass Strait Scallop 
Industry Management Committee has also been established to oversee arrangements.

How is a decision made and how long will it take? 

A meeting of the Committee will be convened by the Chair, if Committee members receive valid 
reports from operators that conditions in the zone/s open to fishing have declined. When 
considering whether to open a successive voluntary rotational zone the Committee will: 

·  where possible, contact at least three operators and two processors to obtain further 
reports on current conditions in the fishery; and 
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·  the Chair will direct a boat to conduct a pilot survey of the status (i.e. densities and 
condition) of the scallop stock in the successive voluntary rotational zone. 

To open a successive rotational zone, a number of criteria will need to be met, including: 

·  catch rates in the in the zone/s open to fishing have dropped consistently across the 
entire fishing fleet to an economically unviable level. This level is considered to be 
around 400 kg/hour, to be reviewed each year by ScallopRAG; 

·  scallop condition in the zone/s open to fishing has declined to a point where it is not 
viable to harvest. This criteria is to be considered in conjunction with the above catch 
rate criteria; and 

·  where feasible, all parts of the zone/s open to fishing need to be fully exploited. 

The process to open a successive rotational zone may take up to one week. However, this is 
dependant on the availability of appropriate information to make such a decision. 

How will I know that a decision has been made by the Committee? 

If it is decided that a successive rotational zone is to be opened, this will take effect at a standard 
time, for example 10 am on a Saturday. All concession holders will be informed immediately, via 
mail, of any decision to open a successive voluntary zone and the time at which it will take effect. 

Privacy provisions in AFMA’s legislation prohibit the release of an individual’s contact information. 
AFMA will facilitate communication throughout the fishing season, however, if you would like to be 
contacted directly by the Committee please provide your contact details to Bob Lister at the 
contacts below.

Minimum Size Limit 

The minimum size limit of 90 mm for Commercial Scallops will no longer apply to BSCZSF 
concession holders when fishing. 

However, the minimum size limit will be retained in the BSCZSF Harvest Strategy, to be applied 
when deciding on area(s) to be opened to fishing in a given fishing season. This increases the 
likelihood of achieving long term sustainability of the scallop stock, as juvenile populations are 
protected from fishing pressure. 

There is no minimum size limit for the Doughboy Scallop. 

Changes to the Fisheries Management Regulations 199 2 

Following the recent amendment of the Fisheries Management Regulations 1992 (the FM 
Regulations), it is now required that the master of a vessel attached to a scallop conces sion 
navigating in a BSCZSF closure must do so at a spee d of at least 5 knots  (as worked out 
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through a boat’s ICVMS), otherwise they will be committing an offence.  As the entire area of the 
BSCZSF is closed each season and only a small area opened to match the TAC, the area of the 
fishery that is closed is subject to this requirement. The FM Regulations do not apply to the area 
open to fishing during the 2011 fishing season. 

An exemption from this requirement may be provided by AFMA in the case of an unforseen 
emergency or circumstances beyond the control of the master of a boat (e.g. breakdown, poor 
weather). An application for an exemption to the FM Regulations must be made to an AFMA 
compliance officer in Canberra either by phone, fax or in person as follows:

No Processing at Sea 

The processing of scallops at sea is prohibited in the BSCZSF, except for 1.5 kg of scallop meat 
which may be processed and retained for private or domestic use, not for sale . This allowance 
applies per boat per trip and will not be deducted off your total quota holding. 

Any scallops kept for private or domestic use must be recorded in the comments box of the 
Commonwealth Scallop/Squid Catch Disposal Record (SCQ02) for the relevant trip by entering 
the words ‘Take-home pack’ and the species and kilos of scallops. 

No Transfer of Scallops Between Boats 

It is prohibited for a BSCZSF concession holder to either, possess scallops caught by another 
boat or to transfer scallops to another boat to be landed. 

No Retention of Species Other Than Scallops 

It is prohibited for a BSCZSF concession holder to possess species other than scallops. 
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~ OBSERVERS ~ 

OBSERVER OBLIGATIONS 

A fishing operator is required to carry an AFMA observer upon request by AFMA. An operator’s 
obligations for carrying an observer are detailed in the conditions on Quota SFRs. The operator is 
required to meet the costs of feeding observers.  If a request is made to carry an observer, the 
master must: 

a) carry the observer on the boat;  

b) provide the observer with food and accommodation that is at least the standard that is 
appropriate for a junior officer serving on the boat; 

c) allow the observer to have access to the parts of the boat to which the observer 
reasonably requires access;  

d) allow the observer to use facilities and equipment that he or she reasonably requires to 
operate equipment taken on board the boat in accordance with the request;  

e) give the observer the information that he or she reasonably asks for in relation to: 

(i) the boat; or 

(ii) its equipment; or 

(iii) fish taken using the boat; and 

f) allow the observer to leave the boat in accordance with the request. 
 

The remaining observer costs are met by industry through levies however some trips may be 
invoiced directly. Any reduction in observer coverage is subject to approval from AFMA, and is 
dependant on a variety of conditions being met. 

ROLE OF THE OBSERVER 

The observer’s role is to collect independent, accurate and reliable data on Commonwealth 
fishing operations, catches and interactions with the environment by the vessel and its fishing 
gear. 

This is achieved through: 

·  Collection of vessel activity and catch data (which is not obtainable through official 
logbooks); 

·  Collection of data for research programs, supporting marine management and other 
issues relevant to environmental awareness and management; and 

·  Monitoring compliance of the vessel with its statutory obligations. 
 

The role of the observer is not one of a fisheries officer, they are however required to report 
illegal fishing activity. Contact details for observer enquiries are provided in the ‘Contacts’ section 
of this booklet. 
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~ LOGBOOKS ~  

DAILY FISHING LOGBOOK 
 

Important note 
 

The daily fishing logbook that is currently in use for the BSCZSF is the Commonwealth Scallop 
Daily Fishing Logbook (SCA01A) . Detailed instructions on how to complete this logbook are 
provided inside the front cover. 
 

All operators must complete and submit the Commonwealth Scallop Daily Fishing Logbook 
(SCA01A) for each day of the fishing season, regardless of whether or not fishing takes place on 
that day. All logbook information must be recorded on a daily basis and details for the last day of 
the trip must be recorded before the boat docks at the end of each trip. An example of how to 
complete your logbook is provided at Attachment 5. 

CATCH DISPOSAL RECORD 
 

Important note 
 

The catch disposal record that is currently in use for the BSCZSF is the Commonwealth 
Scallop/Squid Catch Disposal Record  (SCQ02). Detailed instructions on how to complete this 
catch disposal record are provided inside the front cover. 
  

Catch disposal records (CDRs) provide information on the landed commercial catch, and also 
serve as a means to verify information recorded in the catch and effort logbooks. A copy of the 
completed catch disposal form must be submitted (by the concession holder or their authorised 
agent) to AFMA within 24 hours of dispatch of a consignment from the place of unloading. Fish 
Receiver Permit (FRP) holders must submit their copy of the CDR to AFMA within 10 calendar 
days of receiving the scallops. 

If you don’t send your logbook returns and CDR forms in on time you are in breach of the Act. 
AFMA may take prosecution action if you fail to complete your logbooks or CDRs in accordance 
with the instructions. 

For the concession holder:  All fields including weight should be recorded on the CDR before 
the scallops have been moved more than 50 m from the boat. Then send the scallops on to the 
fish receiver with their copy of the CDR. The CDR must be fully completed and signed by the 
concession holder or their authorised agent before submitting to AFMA, all fields must have the 
relevant information completed, if there are fields not relevant such as the prior mooring number 
then you must enter either a dash or N/A in that field. 

For the licensed fish receiver:  If the fish receiver’s premises are within 50 m, the verified weight 
should be recorded before the scallops are taken inside the premises. If the fish receiver’s 
premises are further than 50 m from the boat the scallops must be weighted by the fish receiver 
immediately upon receiving them and the CDR copy must be completed before the scallops are 
put with any other product on the premises. 

The CDR must be fully completed and signed by the licensed fish receiver permit holder or their 
authorised agent before submitting to AFMA, all fields must have the relevant information 
completed. For both the concession holder and licensed fish receiver if you require an authorised 
agent to sign on your behalf you need to complete and submit to AFMA the Authorised Agent 
form (AA). The form needs to be received by AFMA before that person is able to sign any logbook 
or CDR on your behalf.

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~ COMPLIANCE ~ 

COMPLIANCE OVERVIEW 

AFMA’s compliance and enforcement programs serve to maintain the integrity of fisheries 
management arrangements, and protect Australia’s fishing resources. An overview of AFMA’s

ILLEGAL OR SUSPICIOUS FISHING 

If you suspect illegal fishing operations are occurring or witness any suspicious activity involving 
fish or fishing type activity (e.g. selling off the back of vessels, cheap fish offers, questionable 
landing sites, etc) you can either contact AFMA’s free call ‘CRIMFISH’ hotline on 1800 274 634 
(1800 CRIMFI) or you can contact AFMA’s Duty Officer on 0419 205 329 (24 hours a day, 7 days 
a week) as soon as possible after you discover the event. You can also report any incident by 
lodging your information on the CRIMFISH website at: http://www.afma.gov.au/crimfish/. 

Reports may be made anonymously and all information received will be treated in the strictest 
confidence. Ideally any information supplied should be as detailed as possible to assist AFMA 
officer to investigate the incident and should include the following: 

·  the date, time and location that the activity took place; 

·  the names of any verifying witnesses; and 

·  any photographs and/or other evidence. 

If you sight a foreign vessel you believe may be involved in illegal fishing please contact Border 
Protection Command on free call 1800 06 1800 (attended 24 hours a day, 7 days a week). Again 
all information received will be treated as strictly confidential.

INTEGRATED COMPUTER VESSEL MONITORING SYSTEM 

VMS Reporting 

It is the concession holder’s responsibility to ensure that any vessel nominated to their 
concession is fitted with an Integrated Computer Vessel Monitoring System (ICVMS) of a 
category specified in the register of AFMA approved Automatic Location Communicators (ALCs). 
This register can be found on the AFMA website at: http://www.afma.gov.au/services-for-
industry/vessel-monitoring-systems/register-of-afma-approved-automatic-location-
communicators-vms-units/. 

The ALC must not be switched off in port. The concession holder must ensure the ALC is being 
monitored correctly before going out to sea for the first time and that no interference occurs with 
the correct operation of the ICVMS. On becoming aware of a problem with the ICVMS 
functioning, the concession holder must advise AFMA as soon as practicable via:

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If the ALC is not operating or is malfunctioning the boat must remain in port until the ALC is 
inspected, repaired if necessary and AFMA has received confirmation from an authorised 
technician that the ALC is functioning normally. 

Please refer to the ICVMS conditions on your Quota SFRs for more information. 

Manual Reporting 

If a nominated vessel’s ICVMS unit stops reporting the data required by AFMA at the frequency 
specified by AFMA whilst at sea, the concession holder will be required to contact AFMA and 
may be required to either manually report the vessel’s position every four hours unless otherwise 
specified or return to port (this is at the discretion of AFMA only). The manual position reports will 
include: 

·  the vessel's name; 

·  the vessel's distinguishing symbol; 

·  the vessel's present latitude and longitude (in degrees and minutes); and  

·  the date and time.

Temporary Switch Off Arrangements 

A Temporary Switch Off (TSO) is a formal arrangement that allows a unit to be legitimately 
switched off. If a nominated vessel is undergoing maintenance, berthed for an extended period or 
in other exceptional circumstances that render VMS operation impractical, the concession holder 
can apply for a TSO by filling out an ‘Application for VMS Temporary Switch Off’ form and 
sending it to AFMA via:

QUOTA TRANSACTIONS 

Nomination of a Boat to Quota Statutory Fishing Rig hts 

Concession holders must nominate a boat against a Quota SFR before they are allowed to fish in 
the BSCZSF. When nominating a boat to a Quota SFR, details of the boat’s name and 
identification code must be filled out on the generic Boat Nomination (BN) form and sent in to 
AFMA along with the Attachment BN-SCA (BN-SCA) form detailing the quota to be nominated.

Permanent Transfer of Quota Statutory Fishing Right s 

Concession owners may permanently transfer Quota SFRs by filling out the Permanent Transfer 
Application for Fishing Concessions (TC) form and Attachment SCA (SCA) form and submitting it 
to AFMA.  

AFMA is NOT able to approve the transfer of a Statutory Fishing Right if: 

·  the owner of the Right (transferee) is subject to legal proceedings in relation to that 
Right; 

·  the Right has been suspended or if suspended the owner has requested a review of 
that suspension or AFMA believes there may be grounds for suspension;  

·  an application has been received to register another interest in the Right; and 

·  until all due levies for the right have been paid in full. 

Operators should read the ‘Who can sign this form’ section on page 1 of all applications before 
completing and submitting them. This will ensure that the form you submit to AFMA is signed 
correctly prior to submitting for processing.  AFMA will return any forms that contain incorrect 
information to the concession holder.

Leasing of Quota Statutory Fishing Rights 

Quota SFRs may be temporarily leased to another operator. The lease of the Quota SFR will only 
take effect if all levies for the right have been paid and no scallops have been taken under the 
right for that fishing season. The lease only has effect for the fishing season in which the lease is 
granted by AFMA. 
 
To lease a Quota SFR, the holder must give AFMA written notice about the lease in the Seasonal 
Lease Application for Fishing Concessions (LC) form together with the Attachment SCA (SCA) 
form. These forms can be found on the AFMA website at: http://www.afma.gov.au/resource-
centre/publications-and-forms/fisheries/licensing-and-quota-management/ or alternatively, by 
contacting an AFMA licensing and Data Service officer on 1300 723 621. 
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QUOTA DEDUCTION 

Deduction Process 

Quota is deducted from your total quota allocation using the verified weights detailed on Part C 
of each Catch Disposal Record (CDR) (first fish receiver’s verified catch weight) received by 
AFMA from fish receivers. Operators must forward Part B of their CDR to AFMA. These weights 
are for the scallops that you land at the wharf and send on to the fish receiver. 

If no Part C is available for a given fishing trip, AFMA will use the information provided on Part B 
of the catch disposal record (your accurate estimate catch weight) for a given quota species as 
an interim weight until the Part C has been received from the fish receiver. 

The information you record in your Commonwealth Scallop Daily Fishing Logbook (SCA01A) is 
not used to deduct your quota from your allocation, although it may be used to cross check with 
other information. 

Overcatch and Undercatch 

There are no overcatch or undercatch allowances for the BSCZSF. 
 

Important note 
 

You must hold sufficient quota to cover your entire catch for each trip. 
 

The onus is on concession holders to ensure that they check their Quota Transaction Statements 
thoroughly and report any discrepancies or errors to AFMA. 
 

AFMA may vary or amend a concession holder’s entitlements in the current or subsequent years 
for any overcatch not balanced with uncaught quota, or discovered following conviction, or where 
AFMA has reason to believe that catches were misreported. Concession holders may also face 
administrative restrictions where catches have exceeded their quota holdings during the fishing 
season. 
 

Scallops that are Returned to the Water 

The weight of any Doughboy or Commercial Scallops that you put back in the water will not be 
recorded on your CDR and will not come off your quota. 

However, you should make sure that you estimate the weight of all  Doughboy and Commercial 
Scallops that come up in your scallop harvester in your Commonwealth Scallop Daily Fishing 
Logbook (SCA01A). There is a section on this page to record what percentage (%) of your 
scallop catch was discarded. 

KEEPING TRACK OF YOUR QUOTA 

Quota Transaction and Holding Statements 

Concession holders wishing to obtain a Quota Transaction Statement (QTS) or Quota Holding 
Statement (QHS) (cost $50) should contact AFMA Licensing and Data Services on  
1300 723 621, or you can obtain your statements for free through the GOFish portal. 

GOFish 

Operators are currently able to access a number of functionalities through GOFish, these include: 

·  Updating contact information; 
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·  Viewing, exporting and printing Quota Holding and Catch Summaries and Quota 
Transaction Statements; 

·  Leasing of Boat SFRs, Quota SFRs and ITQs; 

·  Permanent Transfers of Boat SFRs, Quota SFRs, ITQs and Permits; 

·  Nomination and denomination of Boat SFRs, Permits and Quota SFRs to/from 
vessels; 

·  Viewing of Third Party Interests details; and 

·  Submission of Scientific Permit, Fish Receiver Permit and Condition Variation 
applications. 

Currently only transactions involving Permits attract a fee so leasing and transferring of Quota 
SFRs and ITQs is free. 

Instructions on How to Get Access to GOFish 

GOFish application forms and an extensive user help guide are available on the GOFish website 
at  http://www.afma.gov.au/services-for-industry/online-services/gofish/. 

To use GOFish, organisations (including companies, trusts and partnerships) will need to 
complete a GOFish Licensing Agent Permissions form to authorise an individual (or individuals) 
to act on their behalf. This form can be found on the AFMA website at:

Individual concession holders and agents will need to complete an application for GOFish 
registration to gain access to the GOFish system. This form can be found on the AFMA website 
at: http://www.afma.gov.au/wp-
content/uploads/2010/06/Electronic_ParticipationAgreementfinal.pdf. 

Agents that are authorised to act on behalf of a number of different concession holders will have 
the ability to instantly change which concession holder they are acting for. For instructions on 
how to use GOFish it is highly recommended that all new GOFish users read the help guide 
which is available on the AFMA website at: http://www.afma.gov.au/wp-
content/uploads/2010/06/GOFish_helpguide2009.pdf. 

LEVIES 

How Much Levy Do I Pay and When Is It Due? 

If you own leviable concessions, you should receive a Levy Invoice. The Levy Invoice will state: 

·  when levy is due and payable; 

·  how much levy you are required to pay; 

·  whether the levy is payable in instalments; 

·  the penalty that applies should the levy be unpaid by the due date;  

·  how to pay your levy; and 

·  who to contact for enquiries. 

*You should receive one Levy Invoice for all your fishing concessions. 
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How Do I Pay My Levy? 

You can make your payment by cheque, money order, direct deposit, or electronic funds transfer 
(EFT) from your bank account to AFMA, or by phone and internet banking (BPAY), and by credit 
card by faxing back the completed strip on the first page. EFT and direct deposit details are listed 
on the remittance slip on the reverse of the first page. Please ensure that your bank inserts your 
client reference number when depositing your levy payment into AFMA’s account. 

If you decide to pay your levy using BPAY please contact AFMA’s Senior Licensing Officer on 
1300 723 621 for details. 

What If I Can’t Pay My Levy By the Due Dates? 

AFMA will suspend a fishing concession if a levy remains unpaid 14 days after the due date. After 
a concession has been suspended, AFMA is able to negotiate alternative arrangements to pay 
the levy amount. If a concession holder wishes to enter into an arrangement to pay, they must 
write to the manager of licensing. All payments must be made before the end of the financial year, 
30 June 2011. Any payment not made on dates entered into on the arrangement revokes the 
agreement and all levy becomes payable immediately. 

Please note that if you do not pay the total levy payable by the due date a penalty of 20% per 
annum (calculated daily) will be applied for each day the levy remains unpaid.  This penalty fee is 
required under the Act and occurs even if an arrangement has been entered into. 

If your Levy Invoice states that you can pay the levy by instalments, each instalment must be paid 
by the due date. If AFMA receives any instalment after the instalment date falls due, then the 
whole of the levy will become due and payable immed iately . If this occurs, you will incur an 
interest penalty of 20% per annum (calculated daily), applied against the amount of the levy 
outstanding, until it is paid in full. 

FISH RECEIVER PERMITS 

Fish receiver permits (FRPs) authorise holders to receive fish from people who are engaged in 
commercial fishing in one or more of the fisheries which have been declared and gazetted under 
section 91 of the Act. The BSCZSF is one of these fisheries and the concession holder may only 
sell or otherwise dispose of scallops landed to a current AFMA fish receiver. 

The only  exemption to this requirement is the 10 kg shell weight (1.5 kg meat weight) of scallops 
which may be retained per boat per fishing trip for private or domestic use by the skipper and 
crew (this fish cannot  be sold). 

Any scallops kept for private or domestic use must be recorded in the comments box of the 
Commonwealth Scallop/Squid Catch Disposal Record (SCQ02) for the relevant trip by entering 
the words ‘Take-home pack’ and the species and kilos of scallops. 

If the people you wish to sell your catch to do not hold an AFMA FRP, they will need to contact 
AFMA Licensing and Data Services for an application form. The application fee is $150 and the 
FRP will be issued for one year, after which the permit will need to be renewed annually. 

An Application for a Fish Receiver Permit (FR1) form can be found on the AFMA website at: 
http://www.afma.gov.au/wp-content/uploads/2010/06/fr1.pdf or alternatively, by contacting an 
AFMA licensing officer on 1300 723 621. 

Concession holders are required to complete the appropriate CDR within 50 m of the point the 
consignment is unloaded, however this can be extended to 500 m if their licensed fish receiver is 
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within 500 m of the unload point. Upon written application to AFMA and if approved the licensed 
fish receiver holder will receive an exempt FRP. 

SCIENTIFIC PERMITS 

Scientific permits are granted for the purposes of conducting scientific research in a specified 
area of the AFZ or in a specified fishery. 

AFMA will only grant an application for a scientific permit if the application is on the approved 
form, it provides sufficient information for the application to be assessed, and the proposed 
activity is for a scientific research purpose. 

Scientific permits are granted for a maximum duration of six months. Scientific permits are not 
transferable. Concession holders are reminded that scientific permits may take between 7-10 
days to be processed.

FISHING OUTSIDE THE AUSTRALIAN FISHING ZONE 

A BSCZSF fishing concession does not authorise fishing outside the AFZ. 

A person wishing to fish outside of the AFZ must complete the Application for High Seas Fishing 
Permit (HS1) form and submit it to AFMA for consideration. Concession holders are reminded 
that these forms may take between 7-10 days to be processed. Vessels fishing on the high seas 
will be subject to conditions, determined by AFMA, however all vessels will be required to have 
an AFMA approved ICVMS installed and operating and carry an AFMA Observer. 

Vessels must not engage in fishing inside the AFZ and on the high seas in the same trip, unless 
arrangements have been made with AFMA prior to the start of the trip.

FISHING IN OTHER COMMONWEALTH FISHERIES 

You must hold a valid fishing concession to fish in any Commonwealth fishery.

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~ ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS ~ 

BYCATCH AND DISCARDING WORK PLAN 

In 2009, the BSCZSF developed and implemented a new bycatch action plan (BAP) in the form 
of a Bycatch and Discarding Work Plan. The work plan is scheduled for review during 2011. The 
primary focus of this work plan is the development of practical solutions to address risks in the 
BSCZSF. There is an emphasis on issues concerning species that are identified for priority 
management through the Ecological Risk Assessment (ERA) process. 

The Ecological Risk Management (ERM) framework details a process to assess the risks 
(through ERAs) that the BSCZSF poses to the ecological sustainability of the marine 
environment. Following this is the implementation of risk mitigation/reduction strategies. AFMA 
has finalised the risk assessment reports and ERM strategy for the BSCZSF and these are 
available on the AFMA website at: http://www.afma.gov.au/managing-our-fisheries/environment-
and-sustainability/ecological-risk-management/#scallop. 

MARINE PROTECTED AREAS FOR THE SOUTH-EAST MARINE 
REGION 

Australia's governments are working together to establish a National Representative System of 
Marine Protected Areas (NRSMPA) throughout our entire marine jurisdiction. The primary goal of 
the NRSMPA is to establish and manage a comprehensive, adequate and representative system 
of marine protected areas (MPAs) to contribute to the long-term ecological viability of marine and 
estuarine systems, to maintain ecological processes and systems, and to protect Australia's 
biological diversity at all levels. 

A network of 13 Commonwealth Marine Reserves was identified within the South-east Marine 
Bioregion in 2006 (Attachment 6). This is the first of a series of five networks to be established 
within Australian waters and is also the first network of temperate marine reserves in the world. 

These MPAs were proclaimed under the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation 
Act 1999 (EPBC Act) on 28 June 2007. The new reserves, together with Macquarie Island 
Commonwealth Marine Reserve form the South-east Commonwealth Marine Reserve Network 
managed by the Director of National Parks in the Department of Sustainability, Environment, 
Water, Population and Communities (SEWPAC). 

Activities within the network are managed at present through interim management arrangements, 
while a management plan for the network is being developed consistent with the requirements of 
the EPBC Act. It is anticipated that a draft of the management plan will be released for public 
consultation in mid-2011.  

Zoning 

The zoning in the South-east Commonwealth Marine Reserve Network allows for a range of 
activities in different zones. Following is a list of the different kinds of zones and what is permitted 
and restricted within them. 

      Sanctuary zone (IUCN Ia) – No commercial or recreational fishing is permitted nor is oil and 
gas exploration and extraction. The area can only be used for scientific research and passive 
recreational activities. 

      Benthic sanctuary zone (IUCN Ia) – Some commercial and recreational fishing is permitted. 
However, no extractive use in the area from 500 m below sea level to 100 m beneath the seabed 
is allowed.  
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      Recreational use zone (IUCN VI) – This zone allows for recreational and charter fishing. It 
prohibits commercial fishing or oil and gas exploration. 

      Multiple use zone (IUCN VI) –Recreational fishing, oil and gas exploration and associated 
activities, geo-sequestration of carbon, and some forms of commercial fishing are permitted 
(excluding demersal trawl, Danish seine, gill netting (below 183m) and scallop dredge, which are 
not allowed). 

      Special purpose zone (IUCN VI) – Recreational fishing, oil and gas exploration and 
associated activities, geo-sequestration of carbon, recreational and charter fishing is permitted. 
No commercial fishing is allowed in this zone. 

A map of these MPAs can be viewed at Attachment 5 (Colour coded according to the zones 
above).

WILDLIFE (PROTECTED SPECIES) INTERACTIONS 

What is a Protected Species? 

The EPBC Act establishes four different categories of protected species in Commonwealth areas. 
These provide for the recovery of populations and/or the long-term conservation of a species. A 
species that is a member of the following categories is a protected species. 

·  Listed threatened species or listed threatened ecological communities generally 
include species with low population numbers, those that have had a reduction in 
habitat or distribution, or are subject to an increase in other threats to the species 
survival; 

·  Listed migratory species are listed to meet Australia’s obligations under certain 
International treaties (such as the Convention on Migratory Species) which require 
that we provide protection for species listed in the Convention; 

·  Listed marine species are listed to provide general protection to Australia’s marine 
native wildlife to reduce the likelihood of population decline. It is an offence to kill 
injure, trade, take, keep or move native wildlife without a permit or other authorization; 
and 

·  All cetaceans are listed to uphold Australia’s strong international, regional and national 
measures for the protection of this group of animals. 

There are many species of animals that are classified as protected. Of relevance to 
Commonwealth fisheries, all whales, dolphin, seabirds, sea snakes, turtles, seals and sea lions, 
syngnathids (sea horses, sea dragons and pipefish), sawfishes (green, freshwater and dwarf), 
crocodiles and dugongs are protected. There are also a small number of sharks (school shark, 
great white, grey nurse, porbeagle, shortfin mako, longfin mako) and other fish listed under the 
EPBC Act. A full listing of protected species is available on the SEWPAC website at: 
http://www.environment.gov.au/. 
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Protected Species Identification Guide 

To help operators accurately report their protected species 
interactions, AFMA produced a protected species identification 
guide. This guide covers the range of protected species that 
AFMA managed fisheries do, or have the potential to, interact 
with during their normal fishing operations. The waterproof 
guide provides pictures of these species along with an 
indicative distribution and key biological information. 

If you do not have a copy of this identification guide and would 
like a free copy, please contact Sally McCarthy, Environment 
Section, AFMA on 1300 723 621. 

What is an Interaction with a Protected Species? 

"Interaction" means any physical contact an individual (person, boat or gear) has with a protected 
species that causes death, injury or stress to the protected species directly resulting from fishing 
activities. This includes any collisions, catching hooking, and netting, entangling, or trapping of a 
protected species. 

Interactions with Protected Species under the EPBC Act 

Under the EPBC Act, it is an offence to interact with a protected species. 

However, because the BSCZSF is managed in line with an accredited Management Plan, any 
operator who interacts with a protected species as listed in Part 13 of the EPBC Act, will not be 
committing an offence  if their operations are consistent with the Management Plan for the 
BSCZSF and all interactions with protected species are reported. Failure to report  an interaction 
with a protected species is an offence under the EPBC Act. 

Reporting of Interactions with Protected Species 

In 2005, AFMA and SEWPAC streamlined the reporting requirements for protected species 
interactions with Commonwealth fisheries. A Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) enabling 
operators to fulfil their reporting obligations under the EPBC Act, by reporting through AFMA 
logbooks was established. Under the MOU, AFMA provides a summary protected species 
interaction report to SEWPAC on a quarterly basis on behalf of fishers. 

BSCZSF operators must report  all interactions with protected species. To do this, operators who 
have an interaction with a protected species are required to record the following information in the 
relevant sections of the Commonwealth Scallop Daily Fishing Logbook (SCA01A). 

·  Species name and date – Record the common name and quantities of the animal/s 
encountered under the relevant date column in the bycatch details section of the 
logbook; 

·  Time – Record the estimated time at which the interaction occurred in the comments 
section of the logbook; 

·  Position – Specify the location of the interaction by latitude and longitude in degrees 
and minutes in the comments section of the logbook;  

·  Caught during fishing operation – indicate whether the interaction occurred during a 
fishing operation (during setting or hauling of gear) in the comments section of the 
logbook; 
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·  Band or tag – Record a band or tag number if a band or tag was found in the 
comments section of the logbook; and 

·  Life status – Record the condition or life status (i.e. live/dead/injured/unknown) of the 
animal at the time of release in the comments section of the logbook. 

An example of how to report an interaction with a protected species in your logbook is provided at 
Attachment 5. 

Through participating in this reporting arrangement, operators only need to report protected 
species interactions once, to AFMA. All interaction reports provided to SEWPAC since 1 April 
2006 to date are available on the AFMA website at:

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Attachment 1: Fishing Area and Protected Zone Coord inates 

The following coordinates are an extract from the Bass Strait Central Zone Scallop Fishery 
(Closures) Direction No. 2 2011 and the conditions on BSCZSF Quota SFRs for the 2011 fishing 
season. All coordinates detailed below are in terms of the Geocentric Datum of Australia 1994 
(GDA94). 

Area Open to Fishing within the BSCZF 

Concession holders are prohibited from fishing  in any area of the Bass Strait Central Zone 
Scallop Fishery except  for Fishing Area X (Attachment 2) – the area of waters contained within 
and bounded by a line: 

- Commencing at the point of intersection of the parallel of latitude 39o15.00’South and the 
meridian of longitude 148o22.50’East; 

- and proceeding east along the parallel of latitude 39o15.00’South to the intersection with the 
meridian of longitude 148o32.50’East; 

- then south along the meridian of longitude 148o32.50’East to the intersection with the 
parallel of latitude 39o20.00’South; 

- then west along the parallel of latitude 39o20.00’South to the intersection with the meridian 
of longitude 148o27.50’East; 

- then south along the meridian of longitude 148o27.50’East to the intersection with the 
parallel of latitude 39o22.00’South; 

- then west along the parallel of latitude 39o22.00’South to the intersection with the meridian 
of longitude 148o25.00’East; 

- then north along the meridian of longitude 148o25.00’East to the intersection with the 
parallel of latitude 39o20.00’South; 

- then west along the parallel of latitude 39o20.00’South to the intersection with the meridian 
of longitude 148o22.50’East; 

- then north along the meridian of longitude 148o22.50’East to the point of commencement.  

Protected Zones Closed to Navigation 

Concession holders are permitted to navigate  any area of the Bass Strait Central Zone Scallop 
Fishery except  for the four protected zones detailed below. 

(a) Area 1 (Western Protected Zone) – the area of waters contained within and bounded 
by a line: 

i. commencing at the point of intersection of the parallel of latitude 39°12.50' 
South and the meridian of longitude 148°00.00’ East ; 

ii. and proceeding east along the parallel of latitude 39°12.50' South to the 
intersection with the meridian of longitude 148°08. 00' East; 

iii. then south along the meridian of longitude 148°08.00' East to the intersection 
with the parallel of latitude 39°17.50' South; 

iv. then west along the parallel of latitude 39°17. 50' South to the intersection with 
the meridian of longitude 148°00.00' East; 

v. then north along the meridian of longitude 148°0 0.00' East to the point of 
commencement. 

 
(b) Area 2 (Southern Protected Zone) - the area of waters contained within and bounded 

by a line: 
i. commencing at the point of intersection of the parallel of latitude 39°45.00' 

South and the meridian of longitude 148°15.00' East ; 
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ii. and proceeding east along the parallel of latitude 39°45.00' South to the 
intersection with the meridian of longitude 148°23. 00' East; 

iii. then south along the meridian of longitude 148°23.00' East to the intersection 
with the outer limit of coastal waters adjacent to, and north-east, of Babel 
Island; 

iv. then generally north-westerly and south-westerly along the coastal waters 
boundary outer limit to its intersection north-west of Babel Island with the 
meridian of longitude 148°15.000' East; 

v. then north along the meridian of longitude 148°1 5.000' East to the point of 
commencement. 

 
(c) Area 3 (Viable Area 10) – the area of waters contained within and bounded by a line: 

i. commencing at the point of intersection of the parallel of latitude 
39o27.50’South and the meridian of longitude 148o22.50’East; 

ii. and proceeding east along the parallel of latitude 39o27.50’South to the 
intersection with the meridian of longitude 148o25.00’East; 

iii. then south along the meridian of longitude 148o25.00’East to the intersection 
with the parallel of latitude 39o37.50’South; 

iv. then west along the parallel of latitude 39o37.50’South to the intersection with 
the meridian of longitude 148o22.50’East; 

v. then north along the meridian of longitude 148o22.50’East to the point of 
commencement. 

 
(d) Area 4 (2009 Fishing Area) – the area of waters contained within and bounded by a 

line: 
i. commencing at the point of intersection of the parallel of latitude 

39o25.00’South and the meridian of longitude 148o28.00’East; 
ii. and proceeding east along the parallel of latitude 39o25.00’South to the 

intersection with the meridian of longitude 148o32.50’East; 
iii. then south along the meridian of longitude 148o32.50’East to the intersection 

with the parallel of latitude 39o33.00’South;  
iv. then west along the parallel of latitude 39o33.00’South to the intersection with 

the meridian of longitude 148o28.00’East; 
v. then north along the meridian of longitude 148o28.00’East to the point of 

commencement.

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Attachment 3: Transit Corridor Coordinates  

Concession holders are permitted to navigate to Fishing Area X at speeds less that 5 Knots by 
using a designated track only. Transit corridors for boat navigation include; 

(a) commencing at the point of latitude 39o25.00’South, longitude 148o20.00’E; 

(b) then running generally east along the parallel of latitude 39o25.00’South, to its 
intersection with the meridian of longitude 148o28.00’East; 

(c) then running south along the meridian of longitude 148o28.00’ East to its intersection with 
the parallel of latitude 39º56.0’ South; 

(d) then running west along the parallel of latitude 39º56.00’South to its intersection with the 
outer limit of the coastal waters adjacent to and north east of Babel Island; 

(e) then generally north east along the outer limit of the coastal waters, adjacent to and north 
east of Babel Island, to its intersection with the meridian of longitude 148o25.00’East; 

(f) then generally north along the meridian of longitude 148o25.00’East to its intersection 
with the parallel of latitude 39º26.50’South   

(g) then running west along the parallel of latitude 39º26.50’South to its intersection with the 
meridian of longitude 148o20.00’East; 

(h) then generally south west along the geodesic to the intersection of the outer limit of the 
coastal waters adjacent to, and east of Outer Sister Island with the parallel of latitude 
39º42.0’ South; 

(i) then generally north along the outer limit of the coastal waters adjacent to, and east of 
Outer Sister Island to its intersection with the parallel 39º37.2’ South; 

(j) then generally north east along the geodesic to the point of latitude 39º24.68’ South, 
longitude 148º14.67’ East; 

(k) then generally west along the geodesic to the point of latitude 39º22.3’ South, longitude 
147º53.5’ East; 

(l) then generally north west along the geodesic to the point of latitude 39º00.0’ South, 
longitude 146º58.0’ East; 

(m) then running east along that parallel of latitude to its intersection with the meridian of 
longitude 147º06.0’ East; 

(n) then generally south east along the geodesic to the point of latitude 39º20.0’ South, 
longitude 147º55.0’ East; 

(o) then generally east along the geodesic to the point of latitude 39º22.1’ South, longitude 
148º15.6’ East; 

(p) then running north along that meridian to its intersection with the parallel of Latitude 
39°11.05’South;  

(q) then generally west along the geodesic to the point of latitude 39º00.0’ South, longitude 
147º19.0’ East;  

(r) then running east along that parallel of latitude to its intersection with the meridian of 
longitude 147º22.83’ East; 

(s) then generally north west along the line, every point on which is 20 nautical miles 
seaward of the nearest point of the baseline from which the coastal waters of Victoria are 
measured, to its intersection with the parallel of latitude 38º56.2’ South; 

(t) then generally east along the geodesic to the point of latitude 39º06.7’ South, longitude 
148º11.75’ East; 
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(u) then generally north west along the geodesic to the intersection of the line, every point on 
which is 20 nautical miles seaward of the nearest point of the baseline from which the 
coastal waters of Victoria are measured, with the meridian of  longitude 148º01.2’ East; 

(v)  then generally north east along the line, every point on which is 20 nautical miles 
seaward of the nearest point of the baseline from which the coastal waters of Victoria are 
measured, to its intersection with the meridian of longitude 148º08.2’ East; 

(w)  then generally south east along the geodesic to the point of latitude 39º10.0’ South, 
longitude 148º20.0’ East; 

(x)  then south along that meridian to the point of commencement.
